1.	 Melt butter in a large skillet over medium heat. Add 1 finely chopped 
garlic clove and cook for 30 seconds. Stir in breadcrumbs, ½ tsp. 
salt, ¼ tsp. pepper, and toast until golden. Cool and mix with ¼ cup 
parmesan and 1 Tbsp. parsley.

2.	 In the same skillet, cook sausage and onion until browned, 7-9 
minutes. Add tomato paste, remaining garlic, oregano, ¾ tsp. salt, and 
½ tsp. pepper; cook 1 minute.

3.	 Deglaze with wine, then add gnocchi, tomatoes, broth, and cream 
cheese. Cover and simmer for 5 minutes.

4.	 Uncover, stir in spinach until wilted, and mix in ½ cup parmesan and 3 
Tbsp. parsley.

5.	 Serve topped with breadcrumbs and extra parmesan

2 Tbsp. butter
